International Creativity Conference July 2006
The conference (July 3rd to July 7th in Paris, France) will consist of two distinct parts :  
· A symposium aimed at students (and people that are taking continuing education courses), on July 3rd, 4th, 7th (Note: students will also be going to the symposium aimed at the general public, they will therefore be going to a five day program that will give them course credit (ECTS).

· And a general public conference, on July 5th and 6th, aimed at professionals concerned with creativity (researchers, teachers, consultants, people using creativity in their company, etc…).  The focus will be research and methods that can help to develop creative capacity and how to put it into action. Main topics will be : 

· Creativity and personal development, (the psychology of creativity in general, psychopathology of creativity, creativity and mental health)

· Creative educational methods (creative teaching methods, how to develop creativity, with adults or children , educational issues) 

· Creativity in business settings (creative techniques, organizing creativity, integrating creativity inside an innovation process, qualitative studies, etc…). 
Several types of presentations are possible (lasting from 1 hour to 1 hour and thirty minutes) : 

· For the symposium aimed at students (on July 3rd and 4th) : basic concepts about creativity, presenting fundamentals, research and, examples including case studies.
· For the general public conference (on July 5th and 6th) (researchers, professionals from creativity)

· a) Individual presentations in an amphitheatre, (around 150 people) : innovative research, theories, new techniques, case studies, new methodologies that can be applied, a panel on a specific theme with several short talks, etc.. ;  (simultaneous translation in French and English)
· b) Workshops (around 15 to 20 people, interactive) : all the workshops will be representative of the diversity in which creativity can be applied, for educational, personal development and/or  business areas (either in French or  in English)
· c) Poster communications : a presentation through a poster of research, new techniques, etc. . The contributor should be present during the session that is dedicated to poster communications in order to be able to discuss his/her work.
